Objective of class:

 To build a comprehensive understanding of the function, purpose and structure of the United States government which will help students develop into participating members of the class and life long participants in the political process. This will include an in depth look at the constitution including the six basic principles, the three branches of government, the importance of voting, the role of the media in the political process and the function of interest groups.  
Structure of the class: 

The class will be taught using a combination of instructional techniques including class wide discussion, lecture, group activities, oral presentations, individual reading assignments from the text book and other outside sources, and research based projects.  

Expectations:

2. To come to class prepared with textbook, pencil/pen and paper. 

3. To complete all assignments on time. 

4. To come to class ready and prepared to participate in class discussions.

5. To ask teacher for assignments when a class is missed.

6. To RESPECT the opinions of others, even those ideas that differ from my/student’s own. 

7. To do all work to the best of my/student’s ability.

8. One of the main points of focus at Itineris is teaching student’s responsibility. It is the student’s responsibility to approach the teacher if they/you need extra help or don’t understand things.

Grading:  


Letter grades will be given for the course. Grades will be determined by adding points together for all assignments. Assignments will include group projects, oral presentations, tests, quizzes, current events discussions and quizzes, reading assignments, outside of class reading assignments, participation in class discussions, worksheets and others. Grades will be figured using a curve system by which the highest point total in that class will become 100% and all other students in that class will have their grade determined from that person’s total point total.
